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GENERAL INFORMATION
THE SYSTEM OF THE POSTGRADUATE TRAININGS

The system of the special postgraduate trainings is controlled as provided by the law of higher education no. CXXXIX. of 2005, and its organization is regulated by order no. 10/2006 issued by the Ministry of Education and Culture. Launching of the special postgraduate trainings is permitted by the Office of Education. 

Postgraduate trainings perform a complex task. The aims of the postgradute studies can be the renewal, updating and enlargement of knowledge, and, on the other hand, they provide new problem solving methods as well as restructuring.

APPLICATION, ADMISSION, ENROLMENT AND TUITION FEE

CONDITIONS OF THE ADMISSION
1. One can take part in any of the postgraduate trainings with an officially acknowledged bachelor (earlier: college) or master (earlier: university) degree and qualification. (Law of higher education no. 43. § 2.)

2. Professional CV (please indicate if you have a language exam).

3. Employee prosposal (from those whose tuition fee is paid by the employee).

APPLICATION DEADLINE: from 1 September 2011 till 31 October 2011.
You will have to produce and attach the following documents to the application form:

1. Your officially acknowledged diploma certifying the higher education degree and qualification or a copy of it authenticated by the notary.
If your diploma certifies a higher degree obtained in a foreign institution of higher education, you also have to produce a certificate recognizing the level of your degree and qualification
 issued by the competent authority of the Ministry of Education.
2. Professional CV.

ADMISSION:
Following the application deadline the interviews generally take place in the first half of December (the Institute may depart from this rule). We send a notice about their date and place to those who are concerned. In the case of some trainings the Board of Examiners make their decision upon the application material. In this case we only send a notice of admission.

BEGINNIG OF THE ACADEMIC YEAR:
The special postgraduate trainings generally start in the first week of February (we may depart from it) about which we send you a notice.  

ENROLMENT:

It is compulsory in the first semester. At the beginning of the further semesters you will have to register and record the compulsory subjects of the semester in the given registration period in the Electronic Student Register (NEPTUN). 
Prior to the enrolment we send you a notice about the beginning of the semester including the date of enrolment and all information concerning the education. The day of the enrolment coincides with the beginning of the semester, lectures and seminars.
TUITION FEE:

It is changeable per training and semester. We publish the tuition fee of the first semester in the description of each training in the training guide. As for the continuing semesters, we announce it before the enrolment. The deadline of payment is the day of enrolment. You have to justify the payment when enrolling! Those who haven’t payed the tuition fee by the deadline can only enrol conditionally and are obliged to pay a default interest. The measure of the default interest is HUF 7.000 after each started month.
The way of payment can be transaction or payment to the collective university account. It is the student’s obligation to arrange the payment of the tuition fee by the given deadline!

Refund is only possible by the beginning of the semester in case of a long-lasting illness or an unexpected overseas posting (that must be certified) on the basis of a request received by the Education Department. 

The closing date for entries is maximum 10 days before the day of enrolment. Following that you cannot lay any claim to refund.
Payment of resit and extra procedure supplements can take place as specified in the regulation. You always have to pay the amount valid on the due-date!
Omission of any deadlines entails payment of an extra procedure supplement.
LEGAL STUDENT RELATIONSHIP:

Each student is in a legal student relationship with the Institute who has gained admission to the given training, fulfilled all the education and examination requirements of the previous semester, payed the tuition fee and met all the administrative obligations consequent upon enrolment for the next semester.
EDUCATION, ACADEMIC YEAR, EXAMS:

The system of the special postgraduate trainings and the education system of training experts in Economics and specialists – similarly to that of the university education – can be divided into semesters and its duration generally is 4 semesters.

The academic year consists of a spring and an autumn semester. The voluntary term of the spring semester generally lasts from February till May, the autumn term begins in September and comes to the end in December. The lectures usually take up one working day a week, but the Institute may depart from the frequency.
Teaching the planned syllabus is carried out in the framework of classroom lectures, practical trainings, bibliography research and independent work.

Our lecturers are university teachers, renowned experts with a significant practical background, and we also invite some well-known foreign experts.

After completion of the training the students write an essay and do the final exam. The parts of the final exam are as follow: complex oral exam of the given professional subjects and defending the essay. Only those students can be admitted to the final exam who have fulfilled all the education and examination requirements prescribed by the relevant orders.

We assist the students to compile their essays by providing seminar consultations. Seminars take place both in groups and indiviually. The essay has to be handed over to the secretary of the board of experts after the last semester. In justified cases the essay can be presented within two years after the completion of the studies. After two years the essay can be submitted and the final exam can take place by permission due to the qualification requirements effective when having done the final exam.           
Each student having enrolled to the training accepts the rules and regulation of education and examination as compulsory for himself / herself.
DIPLOMA:
The students obtain a diploma certifying the highest level of a special postgraduate qualification after having done the final exam.
The level of the diploma certifying a special postgraduate qualification issued according to the orders of the law of higher education is defined by the basic qualification. If the basic qualification is economist, the diploma certifies a qualification as an expert in Economics, but if the basic qualification doesn’t certify a qulification as an economist, the diploma will be issued for a specialist (manager) – in both cases with a denomination referring to the particular field of study.

THE AIMS OF THE PROGRAM: 
 

The International Insolvency Practitioner training program goes into the questions of crisis management, reorganization and insolvency, concentrating not mainly on particular countries, but on multinational companies and their regulation. This means both the national and international rules concerning the activities of these companies. During the training, we investigate the options the companies have to avoid insolvency and liquidation, and the regulation of the insolvency procedure.

The program further aims to help the approval and spreading of international standards in the insolvency practitioner profession, with a special regard to the cooperation and communication between the practitioners.

Since the International Insolvency Practitioner training is a special international program, it needs non-traditional methods. The students spend one week in Budapest in every semester to participate in the introductory classes of the courses they take in that semester. After the one week, they communicate with each other and with the professors using the Internet. The training builds on reading a significant body of literature (most of it available online) that the students have to get familiar with individually. We provide them with additional digital material. The analysis of the materials, as well as the communication between the students and professors take place online.
The course is organized by the Institute for Postgraduate Studies in Economics in cooperation with INSOL Europe, the European Association of Insolvency Practitioners.
APPLICATION REQUIREMENT:
